AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND COUNCIL OF THE 
CITY OF PEORIA, ARIZONA AMENDING CHAPTER 27 OF 
THE PEORIA CITY CODE (1992) BY AMENDING FEE 
TABLE 27-5 PERTAINING TO FEES, RENTS, AND 
CHARGES CHARGED BY THE PARKS AND RECREATION; 
NEIGHBORHOOD AND HUMAN SERVICES; AND ARTS, 
CULTURE AND LIBRARY SERVICES DEPARTMENTS AND 
PROVIDING FOR SEVERABILITY AND PROVIDING FOR 
AN EFFECTIVE DATE 

 
BE IT ordained by the Mayor and Council of the City of Peoria as follows:
